communication under such conditions is to keep fragments of an incomplete signal in mind updating them as appropriate and
inhibiting irrelevant information until an adequate match can be achieved with lexical and semantic representations held in
long term memory Recent models of working memory highlight an episodic buffer whose role is the multimodal integration of
information from the senses and long term memory It is likely that the episodic buffer plays a key role in communication
under adverse conditions The aim of this research topic is to draw together multiple perspectives on communication under
